INTRODUCTION
1.1. PURPOSE AND BACKGROUND

The Washington State, Puget Sound Partnership, hereafter called "AGENCY,” is initiating this
Request for Proposals (RFP) to solicit proposals from firms interested in participating on a project to
facilitate the Puget Sound Salmon Recovery Council.

AGENCY intends to award one contract to provide the services described in this RFP.
1.2. OBJECTIVES AND SCOPE OF WORK

The purpose of this contract is to facilitate the Puget Sound Salmon Recovery Council, as the
regional policy body for salmon recovery, to advance the implementation of salmon recovery.

Task 1: Facilitate Puget Sound Salmon Recovery Council meetings
Subtaskl. Meeting Preparation: The facilitator wil work closely with Partnership staff and the
Recovery Council Executive Committee to develop effective agendas and useful meeting
materials. The facilitator will communicate with Partnership staff and the Executive Committee on
a regular basis in advance of meetings to discuss agenda items and desired meeting
outcomes.Working with Partnership staff, the facilitator will brief each Recovery council member
before each meeting. These briefings are intended to assist in addressing key concerns, framing
issues, and deepening the understanding of each member’s perspective in advance of the
meetings. The briefings also are intended to help identify additional areas of common ground
and advance the conversation, leading to more effective meetings.

Sub Task 2. Meeting Facilitation The facilitator will facilitate the bi-monthly meetings of the Puget
Sound Salmon Recovery council.

Sub Task 3 Recovery Council Management: The facilitator will work with the Recovery Council
Executive committee and Partnership staff to keep the Recovery Council on track. This will
include: 1. Developing a work plan for the council. 2. Ensuring that meeting agendas reflect the
decisions made at the previous meeting 3. Maintaining the council’s mailing list 4. Ensuring that
members receive meeting materials in a timely fashion. And 5. Providing all the necessary
equipment for facilitating and summarizing the meetings, including flip charts, marker, pens, etc.

Task 2: Conduct research, analysis, and meetings as needed

As needed, the facilitator will conduct research, analyze policy alternatives, and lead additional
meetings or conferences to support the work of the Recovery Council. This will occur as needed and
as budget allows, under the direction of the Ecosystem and Salmon Recovery Team director.

1.3 MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

Minimum qualifications include:

e Licensed to do business in the State of Washington or provide a commitment that it will
become licensed in Washington within thirty (30) calendar days of being selected as the
Apparently Successful Contractor.

e 4 years experience facilitating complex natural resource collaborative discussions and
decision making processes

e Experience with Puget Sound salmon recovery issues

e Experience with working with elected officials, Puget Sound Tribes, state and federal agency
representatives, environmental, business and agriculture groups.

e Familiarity with and strong understanding of the Puget Sound salmon recovery institutional
framework and structures.
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1.4 FUNDING

The AGENCY has budgeted an amount not to exceed Thirty-two thousand Dollars ($32,000) for this
project. Proposals in excess of $32,000 will be considered non-responsive and will not be evaluated.

Any contract awarded as a result of this procurement is contingent upon the availability of funding.
15 PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

The period of performance of any contract resulting from this RFP is tentatively scheduled to begin on
or about May 11", 2012 and to end on June 30, 2013. Amendments extending the period of
performance, if any, shall be at the sole discretion of the AGENCY.

The AGENCY reserves the right to extend the contract for two one-year periods.

1.6 CONTRACTING WITH CURRENT OR FORMER STATE EMPLOYEES

Specific restrictions apply to contracting with current or former state employees pursuant to chapter
42.52 of the Revised Code of Washington. Proposers should familiarize themselves with the
requirements prior to submitting a proposal that includes current or former state employees.

1.7 DEFINITIONS
Definitions for the purposes of this RFP include:

Agency — The Puget Sound Partnership is the agency of the state of Washington that is issuing this
RFP.

Apparent Successful Contractor — The consultant selected as the entity to perform the anticipated
services, subject to completion of contract negotiations and execution of a written contract.

Consultant — Individual or company interested in the RFP and that may or does submit a proposal in
order to attain a contract with the AGENCY.

Contractor — Individual or company whose proposal has been accepted by the AGENCY and is
awarded a fully executed, written contract.

Proposal — A formal offer submitted in response to this solicitation.

Proposer - Individual or company that submits a proposal in order to attain a contract with the
AGENCY.

Request for Proposals (RFP) — Formal procurement document in which a service or need is
identified but no specific method to achieve it has been chosen. The purpose of an RFP is to permit
the consultant community to suggest various approaches to meet the need at a given price.

1.8 ADA

The cover submittal letter and the Certifications and Assurances form must have a
scanned signature of the individual within the organization authorized to bind the Consultant to the
offer. The AGENCY does not assume responsibility for problems with Consultant’s e-mail. If the
AGENCY’S email is not working, appropriate allowances will be made.

Proposals may not be transmitted using facsimile transmission.

Consultants should allow sufficient time to ensure timely receipt of the proposal by the RFP
Coordinator. Late proposals will not be accepted and will be automatically disqualified from further
consideration, unless the AGENCY'’S e-mail is found to be at fault. All proposals and any
accompanying documentation become the property of the AGENCY and will not be returned.
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2.5 PROPRIETARY INFORMATION/PUBLIC DISCLOSURE

Proposals submitted in response to this competitive procurement shall become the property of the
AGENCY. All proposals received shall remain confidential until the contract, if any, resulting from
this RFP is signed by the Director of the AGENCY, or his Designee, and the apparent successful
Contractor; thereafter, the proposals shall be deemed public records as defined in Chapter 42.56 of
the Revised Code of Washington (RCW).

Any information in the proposal that the Consultant desires to claim as proprietary and exempt from
disclosure under the provisions of Chapter 42.56 RCW, or other state or federal law that provides for
the nondisclosure of your document, must be clearly designated. The information must be clearly
identified and the particular exemption from disclosure upon which the Consultant is making the claim
must be cited. Each page containing the information claimed to be exempt from disclosure must be
clearly identified by the words “Proprietary Information” printed on the lower right hand corner of the
page. Marking the entire proposal exempt from disclosure or as Proprietary Information will not be
honored.

If a public records request is made for the information that the Consultant has marked as "Proprietary
Information," the AGENCY will notify the Consultant of the request and of the date that the records
will be released to the requester unless the Consultant obtains a court order enjoining that
disclosure. If the Consultant fails to obtain the court order enjoining disclosure, the AGENCY wiill
release the requested information on the date specified. If a Consultant obtains a court order from a
court of competent jurisdiction enjoining disclosure pursuant to Chapter 42.56 RCW, or other state or
federal law that provides for nondisclosure, the AGENCY shall maintain the confidentiality of the
Consultant's information per the court order.

A charge will be made for copying and shipping, as outlined in RCW 42.56. No fee shall be charged
for inspection of contract files, but twenty-four (24) hours’ notice to the RFP Coordinator is required.
All requests for information should be directed to the RFP Coordinator.

2.6 REVISIONS TO THE RFP

In the event it becomes necessary to revise any part of this RFP, addenda will be provided via e-mail
to all individuals, who have made the RFP Coordinator aware of their interest. Addenda will also be
published on www.psp.wa.gov. For this purpose, the published questions and answers and any other
pertinent information shall be provided as an addendum to the RFP and will be placed on the website.

If you downloaded this RFP from the Agency website located at: www.psp.wa.gov, you are
responsible for sending your name, e-mail address, and telephone number to the RFP Coordinator in
order for your organization to receive any RFP addenda.

The AGENCY also reserves the right to cancel or to reissue the RFP in whole or in part, prior to
execution of a contract.

2.7 MINORITY & WOMEN-OWNED BUSINESS PARTICIPATION

In accordance with chapter 39.19 RCW, the state of Washington encourages participation in all of its
contracts by firms certified by the Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises (OMWBE).
Participation may be either on a direct basis in response to this solicitation or on a subcontractor
basis. However, no preference will be included in the evaluation of proposals, no minimum level of
MWABE participation shall be required as a condition for receiving an award, and proposals will not be
rejected or considered non-responsive on that basis.

The established annual procurement participation goals for MBE is 10% and for WBE, 4%, for this
type of project.

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2.8 ACCEPTANCE PERIOD

Proposals must provide 60 days for acceptance by AGENCY from the due date for receipt of
proposals.

2.9 RESPONSIVENESS

All proposals will be reviewed by the RFP Coordinator to determine compliance with administrative
requirements and instructions specified in this RFP. The Consultant is specifically notified that failure
to comply with any part of the RFP may result in rejection of the proposal as non-responsive.

The AGENCY also reserves the right at its sole discretion to waive minor administrative irregularities.

2.10 MOST FAVORABLE TERMS

The AGENCY reserves the right to make an award without further discussion of the proposal
submitted. Therefore, the proposal should be submitted initially on the most favorable terms which
the Consultant can propose. There will be no best and final offer procedure. The AGENCY does
reserve the right to contact a Consultant for clarification of its proposal.

The Apparent Successful Contractor should be prepared to accept this RFP for incorporation into a
contract resulting from this RFP. Contract negotiations may incorporate some or all of the
Consultant’s proposal. Itis understood that the proposal will become a part of the official
procurement file on this matter without obligation to the AGENCY.

2.11 CONTRACT AND GENERAL TERMS & CONDITIONS

The apparent successful contractor will be expected to enter into a contract which is substantially the
same as the sample contract and its general terms and conditions attached as Exhibit B. In no event
is a Consultant to submit its own standard contract terms and conditions in response to this
solicitation. The Consultant may submit exceptions as allowed in the Certifications and Assurances
form, Exhibit A to this solicitation. All exceptions to the contract terms and conditions must be
submitted as an attachment to Exhibit A, Certifications and Assurances form. The AGENCY wiill
review requested exceptions and accept or reject the same at its sole discretion.

2.12 COSTS TO PROPOSE
The AGENCY will not be liable for any costs incurred by the Consultant in preparation of a proposal

submitted in response to this RFP, in conduct of a presentation, or any other activities related to
responding to this RFP

2.13 NO OBLIGATION TO CONTRACT

This RFP does not obligate the state of Washington or the AGENCY to contract for services specified
herein.

2.14 REJECTION OF PROPOSALS

The AGENCY reserves the right at its sole discretion to reject any and all proposals received without
penalty and not to issue a contract as a result of this RFP.
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2.15 COMMITMENT OF FUNDS

The Director of the AGENCY or his delegate is the only individual who may legally commit the
AGENCY to the expenditures of funds for a contract resulting from this RFP. No cost chargeable to
the proposed contract may be incurred before receipt of a fully executed contract.

2.16 ELECTRONIC PAYMENT

The state of Washington prefers to utilize electronic payment in its transactions. The successful
contractor will be provided a form to complete with the contract to authorize such payment method.

2.17 INSURANCE COVERAGE

The Contractor is to furnish the Agency with a certificate(s) of insurance executed by a duly
authorized representative of each insurer, showing compliance with the insurance requirements set
forth below.

The Contractor shall, at its own expense, obtain and keep in force insurance coverage which shall be
maintained in full force and effect during the term of the contract. The Contractor shall furnish
evidence in the form of a Certificate of Insurance that insurance shall be provided, and a copy shall
be forwarded to the Agency within fifteen (15) days of the contract effective date.

Liability Insurance

1) Commercial General Liability Insurance: Contractor shall maintain commercial general liability
(CGL) insurance and, if necessary, commercial umbrella insurance, with a limit of not less than
$1,000,000 per each occurrence. If CGL insurance contains aggregate limits, the General
Aggregate limit shall be at least twice the “each occurrence” limit. CGL insurance shall have
products-completed operations aggregate limit of at least two times the “each occurrence” limit.
CGL insurance shall be written on ISO occurrence from CG 00 01 (or a substitute form providing
equivalent coverage). All insurance shall cover liability assumed under an insured contract
(including the tort liability of another assumed in a business contract), and contain separation of
insureds (cross liability) condition.

Additionally, the Contractor is responsible for ensuring that any subcontractors provide adequate
insurance coverage for the activities arising out of subcontracts.

2) Business Auto Policy: As applicable, the Contractor shall maintain business auto liability and, if
necessary, commercial umbrella liability insurance with a limit not less than $1,000,000 per
accident. Such insurance shall cover liability arising out of “Any Auto.” Business auto coverage
shall be written on ISO form CA 00 01, 1990 or later edition, or substitute liability form providing
equivalent coverage.

Employers Liability (“Stop Gap”) Insurance: In addition, the Contractor shall buy employers
liability insurance and, if necessary, commercial umbrella liability insurance with limits not less than
$1,000,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident or $1,000,000 each employee for bodily injury
by disease.

Additional Provisions

Above insurance policy shall include the following provisions:

1. Additional Insured. The state of Washington, Puget Sound Partnership, its elected and
appointed officials, agents and employees shall be named as an additional insured on all general
liability, excess, umbrella and property insurance policies. All insurance provided in compliance
with this contract shall be primary as to any other insurance or self-insurance programs afforded
to or maintained by the state.
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2. Cancellation. State of Washington, Puget Sound Partnership, shall be provided written notice
before cancellation or non-renewal of any insurance referred to therein, in accord with the
following specifications. Insurers subject to 48.18 RCW (Admitted and Regulation by the
Insurance Commissioner): The insurer shall give the state 45 days advance notice of
cancellation or non-renewal. If cancellation is due to non-payment of premium, the state shall be
given 10 days advance notice of cancellation. Insurers subject to 48.15 RCW (Surplus lines):
The state shall be given 20 days advance notice of cancellation. If cancellation is due to non-
payment of premium, the state shall be given 10 days advance notice of cancellation.

Identification. Policy must reference the state’s contract number and the agency name.

Insurance Carrier Rating. All insurance and bonds should be issued by companies admitted to
do business within the state of Washington and have a rating of A-, Class VIl or better in the most
recently published edition of Best's Reports. Any exception shall be reviewed and approved by
Puget Sound Partnership Risk Manager, or the Risk Manager for the state of Washington, before
the contract is accepted or work may begin. If an insurer is not admitted, all insurance policies
and procedures for issuing the insurance policies must comply with Chapter 48.15 RCW and 284-
15 WAC

5. Excess Coverage. By requiring insurance herein, the state does not represent that coverage
and limits will be adequate to protect Contractor, and such coverage and limits shall not limit
Contractor’s liability under the indemnities and reimbursements granted to the state in this
contract.

Workers’ Compensation Coverage

The Contractor will at all times comply with all applicable workers’ compensation, occupational
disease, and occupational health and safety laws, statutes, and regulations to the full extent
applicable. The state will not be held responsive in any way for claims filed by the Contractor or their
employees for services performed under the terms of this contract.

ELECTRONIC PROPOSALS:
Proposals must be written in English and submitted electronically to the RFP Coordinator in the order
noted below:

1. Letter of Submittal, including signed Certifications and Assurances (Exhibit A to this RFP)
2. Technical Proposal,

3. Management Proposal; and,

4

Cost Proposal.

Proposals must provide information in the same order as presented in this document with the same
headings. This will not only be helpful to the evaluators of the proposal, but should assist the
Consultant in preparing a thorough response.

Items marked “mandatory” must be included as part of the proposal for the proposal to be considered
responsive, however, these items are not scored. ltems marked “scored” are those that are awarded
points as part of the evaluation conducted by the evaluation team.

3.1. LETTER OF SUBMITTAL (MANDATORY)

The Letter of Submittal and the attached Certifications and Assurances form (Exhibit A to this RFP)
must be signed and dated by a person authorized to legally bind the Consultant to a contractual
relationship, e.g., the President or Executive Director if a corporation, the managing partner if a
partnership, or the proprietor if a sole proprietorship. Along with introductory remarks, the Letter of
Submittal is to include by attachment the following information about the Consultant and any
proposed subcontractors:

1. Name, address, principal place of business, telephone number, and fax number/e-mail
address of legal entity or individual with whom contract would be written.

2. Name, address, and telephone number of each principal officer (President, Vice President,
Treasurer, Chairperson of the Board of Directors, etc.)

3. Legal status of the Consultant (sole proprietorship, partnership, corporation, etc.) and the
year the entity was organized to do business as the entity now substantially exists.

4. Federal Employer Tax Identification number or Social Security number and the Washington
Uniform Business Identification (UBI) number issued by the state of Washington Department
of Revenue. If the Consultant does not have a UBI number, the Consultant must state that it
will become licensed in Washington within thirty (30) calendar days of being selected as the
Apparently Successful Contractor.

5. Location of the facility from which the Consultant would operate.
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6. Identify any state employees or former state employees employed or on the firm’s governing
board as of the date of the proposal. Include their position and responsibilities within the
Consultant’s organization. If following a review of this information, it is determined by the
AGENCY that a conflict of interest exists, the Consultant may be disqualified from further
consideration for the award of a contract.

3.2. MANAGEMENT PROPOSAL
A. Project Management (SCORED)

1. Project Team Structure/internal Controls - Provide a description of the proposed
project team structure and internal controls to be used during the course of the project,
including any subcontractors. Provide an organizational chart of your firm indicating lines
of authority for personnel involved in performance of this potential contract and
relationships of this staff to other programs or functions of the firm. This chart must also
show lines of authority to the next senior level of management. Include who within the
firm will have prime responsibility and final authority for the work.

2. Staff Qualifications/Experience - Identify staff, including subcontractors, who will be
assigned to the potential contract, indicating the responsibilities and qualifications of such
personnel, and include the amount of time each will be assigned to the project.

Any staff substitution must have the prior approval of
the AGENCY.

c. working with elected officials, Puget Sound Tribes, state and federal agency
representatives, environmental, business and agriculture groups.

d. Puget Sound salmon recovery institutional framework and structures.

2. Indicate other relevant experience that indicates the qualifications of the Consultant, and
any subcontractors, for the performance of the potential contract.

3. Include a list of contracts the Consultant has had during the last five years that relate to
the Consultant’s ability to perform the services needed under this RFP. List contract
reference numbers, contract period of performance, contact persons, telephone numbers,
and fax numbers/e-mail addresses.

C. Related Information (MANDATORY)

1. If the Consultant or any subcontractor contracted with the state of Washington during the
past 24 months, indicate the name of the agency, the contract number and project
description and/or other information available to identify the contract.

2. If the Consultant’s staff or subcontractor's staff was an employee of the state of
Washington during the past 24 months, or is currently a Washington State employee,
identify the individual by name, the agency previously or currently employed by, job title
or position held and separation date.

INDUSTRIAL INSURANCE COVERAGE

The CONTRACTOR shall provide insurance coverage, which shall be maintained in full force and effect during
the term of this contract, as follows:

1. Commercial General Liability Insurance Policy. Provide a Commercial General Liability Insurance Policy,
including contractual liability, in adequate quantity to protect against legal liability arising out of contract
activity but no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.

Additionally, the CONTRACTOR is responsible for ensuring that any subcontractors provide adequate
insurance coverage for the activities arising out of subcontracts.

2. Automobile Liability. In the event that services delivered pursuant to this contract involve the use of
vehicles, either owned or unowned by the CONTRACTOR, automobile liability insurance shall be required.
The minimum limit for automobile liability is $1,000,000 per occurrence, using a Combined Single Limit for
bodily injury and property damage.

3. The insurance required shall be issued by an insurance company/ies authorized to do business within the
state of Washington, and shall name the state of Washington, its agents and employees as additional
insureds under the insurance policyl/ies.

All policies shall be primary to any other valid and collectable insurance. CONTRACTOR shall instruct the
insurers to give PSP thirty (30) calendar days advance notice of any insurance cancellation.

CONTRACTOR shall submit to PSP within fifteen (15) calendar days of the contract effective date, a certificate

of insurance that outlines the coverage and limits defined in the Insurance section. CONTRACTOR shall
submit renewal certificates as appropriate during the term of the contract.

LICENSING, ACCREDITATION AND REGISTRATION
The CONTRACTOR shall comply with all applicable local, state, and federal licensing, accreditation and
registration requirements/standards, necessary for the performance of this contract.

LIMITATION OF AUTHORITY

Only the AGENT or AGENT’S delegate by writing (delegation to be made prior to action) shall have the
express, implied, or apparent authority to alter, amend, modify, or waive any clause or condition of this contract.
Furthermore, any alteration, amendment, modification, or waiver or any clause or condition of this contract is
not effective or binding unless made in writing and signed by the AGENT.

NONCOMPLIANCE WITH NONDISCRIMINATION LAWS
In the event of the CONTRACTOR'S non-compliance or refusal to comply with any nondiscrimination law,
regulation, or policy, this contract may be rescinded, canceled or terminated in whole or in part, and the
CONTRACTOR may be declared ineligible for further contracts with the PSP. The CONTRACTOR shall,
however, be given a reasonable time in which to cure this noncompliance. Any dispute may be resolved in
accordance with the "Disputes” procedure set forth herein.

NONDISCRIMINATION
During the performance of this contract, the CONTRACTOR shall comply with all federal and state
nondiscrimination laws, regulations and policies.

PRIVACY

Personal information including, but not limited to, “Protected Health Information,” collected, used, or acquired in
connection with this contract shall be protected against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification or loss.
CONTRACTOR shall ensure its directors, officers, employees, subcontractors or agents use personal
information solely for the purposes of accomplishing the services set forth herein. CONTRACTOR and its
subcontractors agree not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell or otherwise make known to unauthorized
persons personal information without the express written consent of PSPor as otherwise required by law.

Any breach of this provision may result in termination of the contract and the demand for return of all personal
information. The CONTRACTOR agrees to indemnify and hold harmless PSP for any damages related to the
CONTRACTOR’S unauthorized use of personal information.

PUBLICITY

The CONTRACTOR agrees to submit to PSP all advertising and publicity matters relating to this contract
wherein the PSP’s name is mentioned or language used from which the connection of the PSP’s name may, in
the PSP’s judgment, be inferred or implied. The CONTRACTOR agrees not to publish or use such advertising
and publicity matters without the prior written consent of the PSP.

RECORDS MAINTENANCE
The CONTRACTOR shall maintain books, records, documents, data and other evidence relating to this contract
and performance of the services described herein, including but not limited to accounting procedures and
practices that sufficiently and properly reflect all direct and indirect costs of any nature expended in the
performance of this contract.

CONTRACTOR shall retain such records for a period of six years following the date of final payment. At no
additional cost, these records, including materials generated under the contract, shall be subject at all
reasonable times to inspection, review or audit by the PSP, personnel duly authorized by the PSP, the Office of
the State Auditor, and federal and state officials so authorized by law, regulation or agreement.

If any litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the six (6) year period, the records shall be
retained until all litigation, claims, or audit findings involving the records have been resolved.

RECYCLED PAPER
In accordance with 40 CFR 30.16, the contractor agrees to use recycled paper and double sided printing for all
reports that are prepared as a part of this contract and delivered to the PARTNERSHIP. This requirement does
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not apply to reports prepared on forms supplied by the EPA or standard forms, which are printed on recycled
paper and are available through the General Services Administration.

REGISTRATION WITH DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE
The CONTRACTOR shall complete registration with the Washington State Department of Revenue and be
responsible for payment of all taxes due on payments made under this contract.

RIGHT OF INSPECTION

The CONTRACTOR shall provide right of access to its facilities to the PSP, or any of its officers, or to any other
authorized agent or official of the state of Washington or the federal government, at all reasonable times, in
order to monitor and evaluate performance, compliance, and/or quality assurance under this contract.

SAVINGS

In the event funding from state, federal, or other sources is withdrawn, reduced, or limited in any way after the
effective date of this contract and prior to normal completion, PSP may terminate the contract under the
"Termination for Convenience" clause, without the ten-day notice requirement, subject to renegotiation at the
PSP’S discretion under those new funding limitations and conditions.

SEVERABILITY
The provisions of this contract are intended to be severable. If any term or provision is illegal or invalid for any
reason whatsoever, such illegality or invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remainder of the contract.

SITE SECURITY
While on PSP premises, CONTRACTOR, its agents, employees, or subcontractors shall conform in all respects
with physical, fire or other security policies or regulations.

SUBCONTRACTING

Neither the CONTRACTOR nor any SUBCONTRACTOR shall enter into subcontracts for any of the work
contemplated under this contract without obtaining prior written approval of the PSP. In no event shall the
existence of the subcontract operate to release or reduce the liability of the CONTRACTOR to the Department
for any breach in the performance of the CONTRACTOR’s duties. This clause does not include contracts of
employment between the CONTRACTOR and personnel assigned to work under this contract.

Additionally, the CONTRACTOR is responsible for ensuring that all terms, conditions, assurances and
certifications set forth in this contract are carried forward to any subcontracts, and that all subcontractors are
licensed to do work in the State of Washington. CONTRACTOR and its subcontractors agree not to release,
divulge, publish, transfer, sell or otherwise make known to unauthorized persons personal information without
the express written consent of PSP or as provided by law.

TAXES
All payments accrued because of payroll taxes, unemployment contributions, any other taxes, insurance or
other expenses for the CONTRACTOR or its staff shall be the sole responsibility of the CONTRACTOR.

TERMINATION FOR CAUSE

In the event PSP determines the CONTRACTOR has failed to comply with the conditions of this contract in a
timely manner, PSP has the right to suspend or terminate this contract. Before suspending or terminating the
contract, PSP shall notify the CONTRACTOR in writing of the need to take corrective action. If corrective action
is not taken within 30 calendar days, the contract may be terminated or suspended.

In the event of termination or suspension, the CONTRACTOR shall be liable for damages as authorized by law
including, but not limited to, any cost difference between the original contract and the replacement or cover
contract and all administrative costs directly related to the replacement contract, e.g., cost of the competitive
bidding, mailing, advertising and staff time.

PSP reserves the right to suspend all or part of the contract, withhold further payments, or prohibit the
CONTRACTOR from incurring additional obligations of funds during investigation of the alleged compliance
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breach and pending corrective action by the CONTRACTOR or a decision by PSP to terminate the contract. A
termination shall be deemed a “Termination for Convenience” if it is determined that the CONTRACTOR: (1)
was not in default; or (2) failure to perform was outside of his or her control, fault or negligence.

The rights and remedies of PSP provided in this contract are not exclusive and are, in addition to any other
rights and remedies, provided by law.

TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE

Except as otherwise provided in this contract, PSP may, by 10 calendar days written notice, beginning on the
second day after the mailing, terminate this contract, in whole or in part. If this contract is so terminated, PSP
shall be liable only for payment required under the terms of this contract for services rendered or goods
delivered prior to the effective date of termination.

TERMINATION PROCEDURES

Upon termination of this contract, the PSP, in addition to any other rights provided in this contract, may require
the CONTRACTOR to deliver to PSP any property specifically produced or acquired for the performance of
such part of this contract as has been terminated. The provisions of the "Treatment of Assets" clause shall
apply in such property transfer.

PSP shall pay to the CONTRACTOR the agreed upon price, if separately stated, for completed work and
services accepted by the PSP, and the amount agreed upon by the CONTRACTOR and PSP for (i) completed
work and services for which no separate price is stated, (ii) partially completed work and services, (iii) other
property or services that are accepted by the PSP, and (iv) the protection and preservation of property, unless
the termination is for default, in which case the AGENT shall determine the extent of the liability of the PSP.
Failure to agree with such determination shall be a dispute within the meaning of the "Disputes" clause of this
contract. PSP may withhold from any amounts due the CONTRACTOR such sum as the AGENT determines to
be necessary to protect PSP against potential loss or liability.

The rights and remedies of PSP provided in this section shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other
rights and remedies provided by law or under this contract.

After receipt of a notice of termination, and except as otherwise directed by the AGENT, the CONTRACTOR
shall:
1. Stop work under the contract on the date, and to the extent specified, in the notice;

2. Place no further orders or subcontracts for materials, services, or facilities except as may be necessary for
completion of such portion of the work under the contract that is not terminated;

3. Assign to the PSP, in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by the AGENT, all of the rights,
title, and interest of the CONTRACTOR under the orders and subcontracts so terminated, in which case
PSP has the right, at its discretion, to settle or pay any or all claims arising out of the termination of such
orders and subcontracts;

4. Settle all outstanding liabilities and all claims arising out of such termination of orders and subcontracts,
with the approval or ratification of the AGENT to the extent AGENT may require, which approval or
ratification shall be final for all the purposes of this clause;

5. Transfer title to PSP and deliver in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by the AGENT any
property which, if the contract had been completed, would have been required to be furnished to the PSP;

6. Complete performance of such part of the work as shall not have been terminated by the AGENT; and

7. Take such action as may be necessary, or as the AGENT may direct, for the protection and preservation of
the property related to this contract, which is in the possession of the CONTRACTOR and in which PSP has
or may acquire an interest.

TRAFFICKING VICTIM PROTECTION ACT OF 2000 (TVPA) AS AMENDED
As the CONTRACTOR, you must notify us immediately if you receive information that your employees,
subcontractors under this award, and subcontractor's employees engage in severe forms of trafficking in
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persons during the period of time that this award is in effect; procure a commercial sex act during the time that
the award is in effect; or use forced labor in the performance of the award or subawards under the award.

TREATMENT OF ASSETS

A. Title to all property furnished by PSP shall remain in the PSP. Title to all property furnished by the
CONTRACTOR, for the cost of which the CONTRACTOR is entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of
cost under this contract, shall pass to and vest in PSP upon delivery of such property by the
CONTRACTOR. Title to other property, the cost of which is reimbursable to the CONTRACTOR under this
contract, shall pass to and vest in PSP upon (i) issuance for use of such property in the performance of this
contract, or (ii) commencement of use of such property in the performance of this contract, or (iii)
reimbursement of the cost thereof by PSP in whole or in part, whichever first occurs.

B. Any property of PSP furnished to the CONTRACTOR shall, unless otherwise provided herein or approved
by the PSP, be used only for the performance of this contract.

C. The CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for any loss or damage to property of PSP that results from the
negligence of the CONTRACTOR or which results from the failure on the part of the CONTRACTOR to
maintain and administer that property in accordance with sound management practices.

D. If any PSP property is lost, destroyed or damaged, the CONTRACTOR shall immediately notify PSP and
shall take all reasonable steps to protect the property from further damage.

E. The CONTRACTOR shall surrender to PSP all property of PSP prior to settlement upon completion,
termination or cancellation of this contract

F. All reference to the CONTRACTOR under this clause shall also include CONTRACTOR'S employees,
agents or SUBCONTRACTORS.

U.S. DEPARTMENT OF TREASURY, OFFICE OF FOREIGN ASSETS CONTROL

PSP complies with U.S. Department of the Treasury, Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC) payment rules.
OFAC prohibits financial transactions with individuals or organizations, which have been placed on the OFAC
Specially Designated Nationals (SDN) and Blocked Persons sanctions list located at
http://www.treas.gov/offices/enforcement/ofac/index.html. Compliance with OFAC payment rules ensures that
PSP does not conduct business with individuals or organizations that have been determined to be supporters of
terrorism and international drug dealing or that pose other dangers to the United States.

Prior to making payment to individuals or organizations, PSP will download the current OFAC SDN file and
compare it to PSP and statewide vendor files. In the event of a positive match, PSP reserves the right to: (1)
make a determination of “reasonability” before taking the positive match to a higher authority, (2) seek
assistance from the Washington State Office of the State Treasurer (OST) for advanced assistance in resolving
the positive match, (3) comply with an OFAC investigation, if required, and/or (4) if the positive match is
substantiated, notify the CONTRACTOR in writing and terminate the contract according to the Termination for
Convenience provision without making payment. PSP will not be liable for any late payment fees or missed
discounts that are the result of time required to address the issue of an OFAC match.

WAIVER

Waiver of any default or breach shall not be deemed a waiver of any subsequent default or breach. Any waiver
shall not be construed to be a modification of the terms of this contract unless stated to be such in writing and
signed by authorized representative of the PSP.
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
