· SC expected modeling of all bulkers in Rosario (Jeff Shaw), but analysis only did Cape Class
· Ecology would like to see SC or successor group use findings to develop recommendations by May 2014; suggestion by SC that ‘Task Force’ from PS Harbor Safety Committee could be used to identify path forward; USCG (CAPT Ferguson) would like SC or successor to develop 6-7 steps and timeline for related process
